College 101

The College 101 program graduated 28 students from
10 Boston high schools. Courses offered were
Introduction to Business, Introduction to Criminal
Justice, Introduction to Psychology, Introduction to
Mass Communication and Introduction to Sport
Industry. 13 students took a free course in the fall as
part of the dual enrollment program. This is the
second highest number of dual enrollment
participants in one semester.

Fisher College 2018 direct budget
was $48 plus about $5000 in
catering for orientation events and
graduation.
