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PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

 
 

Background 

 

The existing pier at LoPresti Park, located at 33 Sumner Street at the intersection of Border 

Street in East Boston, sits within the Boston Harbor waterfront overlooking both Downtown 

Boston and Charlestown. The Park offers multiple public amenities, including walking, 

picnicking, basketball courts, a soccer field, playground, and a pier offering views of the 

city, and a platform for fishing.  

 

This Notice of Intent is for exploratory sediment borings to aid in the design and 

engineering of a small boat and kayak dock to be constructed off the existing pier. The 

proposed dock will be publicly accessible for sailing and kayaking and is a collaborative 

project between the Boston Parks and the Piers Park Sailing Center.  

 

The final dock design will be permitted separately in the future, The sediment borings will 

provide critical information that will inform the design moving forward. 

 

Site Description 

 

The area in which the exploratory borings will take place are located completely within 

Boston Harbor.  

 

Scope of Work 

 

The scope of work for this filing includes the Project-specific subsurface soil boring 

explorations required to evaluate the depth of any sediment fill and organic materials below 

the harbor bottom to inform design and engineering of the dock’s pile support system. 

Borings are expected to take one week.  

 

To obtain the sediment borings, the driller will work within Boston Harbor from a 40 x 15-

foot barge that will launch from SPS New England in Everett, MA. We propose to drill up to 

four borings to depths up to 70 feet below the mudline. During drilling, the barge will be 

secured by three spud piers (approx. 4-inch-diameter metal post with an 8-inch to 12-inch 

spread support foot) from the edge of the barge to the harbor floor. Drilling will be 

performed from the barge deck with an ATV-mounted drill rig advancing 4-inch-diameter 

casing through the water column into the underlying sediment. This will enable extraction of 

the sediment through the casing using a split-spoon sampler and thin-walled steel tubes 

up to the barge deck. The casing will fully contain the extracted materials (much like a 

straw) and minimize the risk of sediment turbidity within the water column.  

 

The sediment cuttings and drill water pulled through the casing and onto the barge will be 

completely contained in a tub on the barge. At the conclusion of the drilling program, the 

soils cuttings and drill water will be placed in drums for off-site disposal. No material pulled 

from the borings will be re-introduced into the water. The remaining 4” diameter holes will 

naturally fill once the casing is removed. 
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Due to the required boring depths, this drilling method was selected to be the most cost 

effective and low-impact method for obtaining the necessary sample information.   

 

Environmental Considerations  

 

Land Under Ocean        

 

Land Under Ocean (LUO) is a resource area regulated by the Massachusetts Wetland 

Protection Act, (WPA). LUO is defined in 310 CMR 10.25 (2) as “land extending from the 

mean low water line seaward to the boundary of the municipality's jurisdiction and includes 

land under estuaries”. Based on the most recent Metonic cycle at the closest tidal datum 

(Boston Datum 8443970) the Mean Low Water Line is located at -5.2ft (5.16). 

 

Approximately 10-square feet of Land Under Ocean (LUO) will be temporarily impacted as 

part of this project due to the Casings for borings and the anchoring spud piles for the 

barge. Each standard for work to Land Under Ocean (Per 310 CMR 10.25 (3) through (7) 

shall apply: 

 

(3)   Improvement dredging for navigational purposes affecting land under the ocean shall 

be designed and carried out using the best available measures so as to minimize 

adverse effects on such interests caused by changes in: 

 

(a)   bottom topography which will result in increased flooding or erosion caused by 

an increase in the height or velocity of waves impacting the shore. 

(b)   sediment transport processes which will increase flood or erosion hazards by 

affecting the natural replenishment of beaches. 

(c)  water circulation which will result in an adverse change in flushing rate, 

temperature, or turbidity levels; or 

(d) marine productivity which will result from the suspension or transport of 

pollutants, the smothering of bottom organisms, the accumulation of pollutants 

by organisms, or the destruction of marine fisheries habitat or wildlife habitat. 

 

This project does not involve improvement dredging for navigational purposes.  

 

(4)   Maintenance dredging for navigational purposes affecting land under the ocean shall 

be designed and carried out using the best available measures so as to minimize 

adverse effects on such interests caused by changes in marine productivity which will 

result from the suspension or transport of pollutants, increases in turbidity, the 

smothering of bottom organisms, the accumulation of pollutants by organisms, or the 

destruction of marine fisheries habitat or wildlife habitat. 

 

This project does not involve maintenance dredging for navigational purposes.  

 

(5)   Projects not included in 310 CMR 10.25(3) or (4) which affect nearshore areas of land 

under the ocean shall not cause adverse effects by altering the bottom topography so 

as to increase storm damage or erosion of coastal beaches, coastal banks, coastal 

dunes, or salt marshes. 
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The work being performed is considered temporary and minimal and will not have 

significant adverse effects on the land under ocean resource area.  

 

(6)   Projects not included in 310 CMR 10.25(3) which affect land under the ocean shall if 

water-dependent be designed and constructed, using best available measures, so as to 

minimize adverse effects, and if non-water-dependent, have no adverse effects, on marine 

fisheries habitat or wildlife habitat caused by: 

 

 (a)  alterations in water circulation; 

(b) destruction of eelgrass (Zostera marina) or widgeon grass (Rupia maritina) 

beds; 

 (c)  alterations in the distribution of sediment grain size; 

(d) changes in water quality, including, but not limited to, other than natural 

fluctuations in the level of dissolved oxygen, temperature or turbidity, or the 

addition of pollutants; or 

(e) alterations of shallow submerged lands with high densities of polychaetes, 

mollusks or macrophytic algae. 

 

This work is considered water dependent. The best available measures shall be utilized 

throughout construction to prevent any adverse effects. There will be no alteration to items 

g-e that are mentioned above.  

 

(7)   Notwithstanding the provisions of 310 CMR 10.25(3) through (6), no project may be 

permitted which will have any adverse effect on specified habitat sites of rare 

vertebrate or invertebrate species, as identified by procedures established under 310 

CMR 10.37 

 

There are no specified habitat sites identified within the work area.  

 

 

Climate Change & Resiliency Discussion 

 

As this project is only impacting 10 square feet of Land Under Water, it is not anticipated 

that there will be any impact to Boston climate change and resiliency goals. The 

information collected from these sediment borings will be used to effectively design a dock 

at LoPresti Park. During the design phase, the dock will be designed with Boston’s climate 

change and resiliency goals in mind.

Plans are 
required to show existing and proposed conditions, identify all wetland resource areas, NRCS soil types, 
critical areas, Land Uses with Higher Potential Pollutant Loads (LUHPPL), and any areas on the site 
where infiltration rate is greater than 2.4 inches per hour.   The Plans shall identify the drainage areas for 
both existing and proposed conditions at a scale that enables verification of supporting calculations.   

 
As noted in the Checklist, the Stormwater Management Report shall document compliance with each of 
the Stormwater Management Standards as provided in the Massachusetts Stormwater Handbook.  The 
soils evaluation and calculations shall be done using the methodologies set forth in Volume 3 of the 
Massachusetts Stormwater Handbook.

Below is an explanation concerning Standards 1-10 as they apply to the City of Boston– 
Parks and Recreation Department LoPresti Dock Soil Borings Project: 
 
General: 
 
The proposed borings at the LoPresti Dock are based on the need for exploration of sub-
surface conditions to further develop the initial concept design for a floating boat launch 
and dock to be built from the existing LoPresti pier (dock design to be permitted 
separately). This is a necessary step in the design process for the development of a 
permittable accessible boat launch for the Boston Parks and Recreation Department in 
collaboration with the Piers Park Sailing Center.  
 
The proposed soil borings will be performed by a driller will work from a 40 by 15 ft barge 
that will launch from SPS New England in Everett, MA. We propose to drill up to four 
borings to depths up to 70 feet below the mudline. During drilling, the barge will be 
secured by three spuds. Drilling will be performed from the barge deck through 4-inch-
diameter casing which will extend through the water column into the underlying soil. This 
will enable removal of soil cuttings and samples though the casing up to the barge which 
will contain the material and reduce the risk of turbidity in the water.  
    
Standard 1: No New Untreated Discharges 
 
The proposed project will create no new untreated discharges. No new impervious area will 
be created during this project.  
 
Standard 2: Peak Rate Attenuation 
 
Since there will be no increase in impervious area, post-development (post-improvement) 
peak discharge rates will not exceed pre-development (pre-improvement) peak discharge 
rates.  
 
Standard 3: Recharge 
 
As noted in the Standard 2 explanation, the impervious area in the work area will not be 
increased at the completion of the project. Therefore, recharge rates will not change in the 
work area at the end of the project.

Construction Period Pollution Prevention and 

Erosion and Sedimentation Control Plan 

 

SECTION 1:  Introduction 

 

The proposed exploratory sediment borings at the LoPresti Park will inform the design and 

engineering of a small boat and kayak dock of the harbor floor sub-surface soil conditions. The 

sediment borings will allow the design team to complete the design of the pile anchor system for a 

floating dock.  

 

The proposed soil borings will be performed by a driller will work from a 40 x 15-foot barge that will 

launch from SPS New England in Everett, MA. We propose to drill up to four borings to depths up to 

70 feet below the mudline. During drilling, the barge will be secured by three spuds. Drilling will be 

performed from the barge deck through a 4-inch-diameter casing that will extend through the water 

column into the underlying soil. The casing will enable the removal of soil cuttings and samples up 

to the barge.  The casing which will contain the material and reduce the risk of sediment turbidity 

within in the water. 

 

SECTION 2: Construction Period Pollution Prevention Measures 

 

Best Management Practices (BMPs) will be utilized as Construction Period Pollution Prevention 

Measures to reduce potential pollutants and prevent any off-site discharge.  The objectives of the 

BMPs for construction activity are to minimize the disturbed areas, stabilize any disturbed areas, 

control the site perimeter and retain sediment.  Non-stormwater best management measures will be 

used to minimize site disturbance and ensure compliance with the performance standards of the 

WPA and Stormwater Standards.  Measures will be taken to minimize the area disturbed by 

construction activities to reduce the potential for soil erosion and stormwater pollution problems.  In 

addition, good housekeeping measures will be followed for the day-to-day operation of the 

construction site under the control of the contractor to minimize the impact of construction.  This 

section describes the control practices that will be in place during construction activities.  

Recommended control practices will comply with the standards set in the MA DEP Stormwater Policy 

Handbook.  

 

2.1 Minimize Disturbed Area and Protect Natural Features and Soil 

 

To minimize disturbed areas, work will be completed within well-defined work limits.  These work 

limits are shown on the construction plans. The Contractor shall not disturb native vegetation in the 

undisturbed wetland area without prior approval from the Engineer. The Contractor will be 

responsible to make sure that all their workers and any subcontractors know the proper work limits 

and do not extend their work into the undisturbed areas.  The protective measures are described in 

more detail in the following sections.   

 

2.2 Control Stormwater Flowing onto and through the project 

 

Because the soil boring effort will be completed in one day, and work will not occur during a storm 

event, it is not anticipated that there will be any stormwater flow at the site during the work.  

 

 

 



2.3 Stabilize Soils 

 

Not applicable to this project.  

 

2.4 Proper Storage and Cover of Any Stockpiles 

 

The location of the Contractor's storage areas for equipment and/or materials shall require written 

approval of the Engineer.   

 

The Engineer may designate a particular area or areas where the Contractor may store materials 

used in his operations. 

 

2.5 Perimeter Controls and Sediment Barriers 

 

Because of the minimal disturbance of the soil boring effort, and short duration (one day), erosion 

control lines will not be utilized. 

 

2.6 Storm Drain Inlet Protection 

 

There are no storm drains in the work area. 

 

2.7 Retain Sediment On-Site 

It is not anticipated that sediment will accumulate due to stormwater events for this project because 

the one-day event will not occur under stormwater conditions. 

The following good housekeeping practices will be followed on-site during the soil boring project: 

 

2.8 Material Handling and Waste Management 

 

Materials stored on-site will be stored in a neat, orderly manner in appropriate containers.  Materials 

will be kept in their original containers with the original manufacturer’s label. Substances will not be 

mixed with one another unless recommended by the manufacturer. 

 

Waste materials will be collected and stored in a securely lidded metal container from a licensed 

management company.  The waste and any construction debris from the site will be hauled off-site 

daily and disposed of properly.  The contractor will be responsible for waste removal.  Manufacturer’s 

recommendations for proper use and disposal will be followed for materials.  Sanitary waste will be 

collected from the portable units a minimum of once a week, by a licensed sanitary waste 

management contractor.  

 

2.9 Designated Washout Areas 

 

The Contractor shall use washout facilities at their own facilities, unless otherwise directed by the 

Engineer.   

 

 

 

 



2.10 Proper Equipment/Vehicle Fueling and Maintenance Practices 

 

On-site vehicles will be monitored for leaks and receive regular preventative maintenance to reduce 

the risk of leakage.  To ensure that leaks on stored equipment do not contaminate the site, oil-

absorbing mats will be placed under oil-containing equipment during storage.  Regular fueling and 

service of the equipment may be performed using approved methods and with care taken to 

minimize chance of spills.  Repair of equipment or machinery within the 100’ water resources area 

shall not be allowed without the prior approval of the Engineer.  Any petroleum products will be 

stored in tightly sealed containers that are clearly labeled with spill control pads/socks placed 

under/around their perimeters.  

 

2.11 Equipment/Vehicle Washing 

 

The Contractor will be responsible to ensure that no equipment is washed on-site. 

 

SECTION 3:  Spill Prevention and Control Plan 

 

The Contractor will be responsible for preventing spills in accordance with the project specifications 

and applicable federal, state and local regulations.  The Contractor will identify a properly trained 

site employee, involved with the day-to-day site operations to be the spill prevention and cleanup 

coordinator. The name(s) of the responsible spill personnel will be posted on-site.  Each employee 

will be instructed that all spills are to be reported to the spill prevention and cleanup coordinator.   

 

3.1 Spill Control Equipment 

 

Spill control/containment equipment will be kept in the Work Area.  Materials and equipment 

necessary for spill cleanup will be kept either in the Work Area or in an otherwise accessible on-site 

location.  It is the responsibility of the Contractor to ensure the inventory will be readily accessible 

and maintained. 

 

3.2 Notification 

 

Workers will be directed to inform the on-site supervisor of a spill event. The supervisor will assess 

the incident and initiate proper containment and response procedures immediately upon notification.  

Workers should avoid direct contact with spilled materials during the containment procedures.  

Primary notification of a spill should be made to the local Fire Department and Police Departments.  

Secondary Notification will be to the certified cleanup contractor if deemed necessary by Fire and/or 

Police personnel.  The third level of notification (within 1 hour) is to the DEP or municipality’s Licensed 

Site Professional (LSP). The specific cleanup contractor to be used will be identified by the 

Contractor prior to commencement of construction activities. 

 

3.3 Spill Containment and Clean-Up Measures 

 

Spills will be contained with granular sorbent material, sand, sorbent pads, booms or all of the above 

to prevent spreading.  Certified cleanup contractors should complete spill cleanup.  The material 

manufacturer’s recommended methods for spill cleanup will be clearly posted and on-site personnel 

will be made aware of the procedures and the location of the information and cleanup supplies. 

 

3.4 Hazardous Materials Spill Report 



 

The Contractor will report and record any spill. The spill report will present a description of the 

release, including the quantity and type of material, date of the spill, circumstances leading to the 

release, location of spill, response actions and personnel, documentation of notifications and 

corrective measures implemented to prevent reoccurrence.   

 

This document does not relieve the Contractor of the Federal reporting requirements of 40 CFR Part 

110, 40 CFR Part 117, 40 CFR Part 302 and the State requirements specified under the 

Massachusetts Contingency Plan (M.C.P) relating to spills or other releases of oils or hazardous 

substances.  Where a release containing a hazardous substance or oil in an amount equal to or in 

excess of a reportable quantity established under either 40 CFR Part 110, 40 CFR Part 117 or 40 

CFR Part 302, occurs during a twenty-four (24) hour period, the Contractor is required to comply 

with the response requirements of the above mentioned regulations.  Spills of oil or hazardous 

material in excess of the reportable quantity will be reported to the National Response Center (NRC).

PART 1 – GENERAL 

 

1.01 DESCRIPTION: 

 

 A. The work covered by this section of the specifications consists of furnishing all labor, 

materials, tools and equipment and performing all work required for the prevention of 

environmental pollution during and as a result of construction operations under this 

contract. 

 

 B. The requirements set forth in this section of the specifications apply to construction in 

and adjacent to wetlands, unless otherwise specifically stated. 

 

 C. All work under this Contract shall be in accordance with the Conservation Commissions' 

Orders of Conditions as well as any conditional requirements applied. 

 

D. Prior to commencement of work, the Contractor shall meet with representatives of the 

Engineer to develop mutual understandings relative to compliance of the environmental 

protection program. 

 

 

1.02 SUBMITTALS: 

 

A. The Contractor shall submit for approval six sets of details and literature fully describing 

environmental protection methods to be employed in carrying out construction activities 

within 100-feet of the water’s edge or across areas designated as resource areas. 
 

PART 2- EXECUTION 

 

2.01 NOTIFICATION AND STOPPAGE OF WORK: 

  

A. The Engineer will notify the Contractor in writing of any non-compliance with the 

provisions of the Order of Conditions.  The Contractor shall, after receipt of such notice, 

immediately take corrective action.  Such notice, when delivered to the Contractor or his 

authorized representative at the site of the work, shall be deemed sufficient for the 

purpose.  If the Contractor fails to act promptly, the Owner may order stoppage of all or 

part of the work through the Engineer until satisfactory corrective action has been taken.  

No claim for an extension of time or for excess costs or damage incurred by the 

Contractor as a result of time lost due to any stop work orders shall be made unless it 

was later determined that the Contractor was in compliance. 

 

2.02 AREA OF CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY:

2.03 PROTECTION OF WATER RESOURCES: 

 

 A. The Contractor shall not pollute streams, lakes or reservoirs with fuels, oils, bitumens, 

calcium chloride, acids or other harmful materials.  It is the Contractor's responsibility to 

comply with all applicable Federal, State, County and Municipal laws regarding pollution 

of rivers and streams. 

 

 B. Special measures should be taken to insure against spillage of any pollutants into public 

waters. 

 

2.04 CONSTRUCTION IN AREAS DESIGNATED AS RESOURCE AREAS ON THE DRAWINGS: 

 

 A. Insofar as possible, the Contractor shall make every effort to minimize disturbance within 

areas designated as resource areas or within 100-feet of the resource areas.   

 

 B. The Contractor shall perform his work in such a way that these areas are left in the 

condition existing prior to construction. 

 

 C. The elevations of areas designated as wetlands shall not be unduly disturbed by the 

Contractor's operations. 

 

 

2.05 LOCATION OF STORAGE AREAS: 

 

A. The location of the Contractor's storage areas for equipment and/or materials shall be 

upon the barge or on areas of land within the park and shall require written approval of 

the Engineer.  Plans showing storage facilities for equipment and materials shall be 

submitted for approval of the Engineer. 

 

B. No excavated materials shall be deposited within a minimum distance of one hundred 

(100) feet of any watercourse or any drainage facility.  Adequate measures for erosion 

and sediment control such as the placement of baled straw or line of straw wattles or 

compost filter tubes around the downstream perimeter of storage area be employed to 

protect any downstream areas from siltation. 

 

C. There shall be no storage of equipment or materials in areas designated as wetlands. 

 

D. The Engineer may designate a particular area or areas where the Contractor may store 

materials used in his operations.
