22.0568 BV 32 Fayette Street: At front roof slope add new attic dormer on the
front facade; and at front facade install new awning three-lite windows in existing
masonry openings at basement level with new security grills and repair and repaint
existing windows frames, sills and shutters.

(To avoid
potential confusion, the text of your building-permit application should be consistent
with the project description given below.) Commission staff will accordingly authorize
the execution of the work, attaching any applicable provisos, reflecting the relevant
guidelines and precedents.

» PLEASE NOTE THAT FOLLOWING ISSUANCE OF THE DETERMINATION
SHEET NO FURTHER CORRESPONDENCE WILL BE ISSUED FOR THE
APPLICATIONS LISTED BELOW. The electronic building-permit application as
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annotated by commission staff will constitute your Certificate of Appropriateness; this
will be valid for one year from the date of the hearing. The applicant is required to
notify the commission of any project changes; failure to do so may affect the status of
the approval.
