Process Summary

Tufts University's Government and Community Relations office collected data on programs, volunteer
efforts, donations, and services that faculty, staff, and students provided to the City of Boston and/or its
residents during calendar year 2020. This includes financial aid grants for students from Boston that are
solely based on need. The data on the following pages is separated by schools and departments. For
volunteer service, the dollar value was calculated using the Independent Sector's 2020 valuation
($27.20/hour). This report does not include salaries paid to residents of the City of Boston (591
employees, $42,488,350 as of 11/20) and property taxes paid to the City of Boston in 2020 ($43,258.06).

Tufts University's total benefits contribution to the City of Boston is $9,315,547.

The goal of this project is to assess the impact
of COVID-19 on Brazilian immigrants residing in
Tufts” host communities. Brazilians make up a
large and growing proportion of immigrants to
the U.S. overall, and Massachusetts is home to
the second largest Brazilian immigrant population
in the country. Many Brazilians reside in
Somerville, Medford, Cambridge and
Allston/Brighton. To address the critical need for
information and data, the group developed a
community-based participatory study to better
understand the impact of COVID on these issues,|
as well as the factors that impact COVID
testing, diagnosis and treatment among Brazilian
immigrants in Tufts’ host communities.

This project seeks to understand the mobility
limitations that stem from gender inequities and
gendered experiences of streets. The research
examines how gender-disaggregated data can
reveal mobility and design factors that
specifically address the needs and experiences of
women and non-binary people by generating
gender-specific participatory processes and data
analysis that elevate the experiences of those
communities. Looking to understand how to
incorporate a broader sense of gender-based
accessibility within Boston, the research focuses
on the City’s redevelopment of two major
corridors, Columbia Road, and Tremont Street. To|
understand the perceptions of women and non-
binary people of traveling on these corridors, both
collectively and individually, this research
combines surveys, interviews, sketch mapping,
and geospatial analysis to identify spatial
configurations that impact livability.

This project seeks to understand the disparities
in high intensity End-Of-Life care between
Chinese-American and Caucasian patients who
died in the medical ICU at a major hospital in
Boston’s Chinatown. Decision-making is
compounded by cultural and linguistic barriers
which can contribute to disparities in care. This
research examines disparities in end-of-life care
between Chinese-American and Caucasian ICU
patients who died in Boston’s Chinatown. Findings
will be shared through existing relationships with
the Greater Boston Chinese Golden Age Center to
inform discussions on end-of-life care and other
healthcare issues, as well as have the potential
to inform related ICU practices at Tufts Medical
Center.

The Tufts University Prison Initiative of Tisch
College (TUPIT)’s college-in-prison program has
begun crucial rehabilitation work inside state
prisons, and developed a re-entry component called
TERN (Tufts Educational Re-entry Network) to
address the urgent issue of reentry. Led through a
partnership with individuals with lived experiences
of incarceration, including a former inside TUPIT
student, TERN developed an educational program
for people who have recently been released from
prison, to foster skills and increase employability. In
fall 2020, combined with an inside-out class taught
by the TUPIT Program director, MyTERN provided
training for certifications in basic computer
proficiency from the Microsoft Office suite on
Google Chromebooks - provided by TERN. The
computer proficiency module is taught by volunteer
TUPIT Student Coordinators, under the supervision
of the TUPIT-TERN Director (Hilary Binda). A
TCRC student grant supported the Student Program
Director (Claudia Guetta) of MyTERN on 2 aspects
of this program: « Coordination and training of
student volunteers. The training program for
volunteers is shaped in partnership with the Boston
Mayor’s Office of Returning Citizens (ORC), and
will include contributions by Eliot Center Human
Services and Lena Park Community Center, as well
as Petey Greene and TUPIT.

Geriatric Outreach Rotation

The Geriatric Outreach Rotation is a
socially responsible program that enhances
the wellbeing and the overall health of
seniors throughout the greater Boston
area. Weekly, from September through
April 6 to 8 dental students, an AEGD
resident, a dietetic intern, and a social
worker are assigned to a half-day rotation
at one of 24 sites including subsidized
housing, assisted living facilities, and
senior centers. In 2020 we were able to
complete 9 weeks of rotations before
closing down for COVID. Students work in
pairs to teach elderly patients about
prevention, dental self-care, and
maintenance of removable prosthodontic
appliances.
