Docket #0855, Message and order authorizing the City of Boston to accept and expend the amount of
Seventeen Million and Seven Hundred Thousand Dollars ($17,700,000.00) in the form of a grant,
awarded by the United States Department of the Treasury to be administered by the City of Boston's
Chief Financial Officer/Collector treasurer. Pursuant to the requirements of ARPA the grant will fund
COVID-19 response and recovery efforts.
