
Why Green Street, Seaverns Avenue, 
and Gordon Street
Green Street, Seaverns Avenue, and Gordon 
Street provide a direct connection between 
the Southwest Corridor, residences, and 
daily destinations in JP center.
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These streets are already well-used bike 
routes. Adding bike lanes can encourage 
newer riders by providing marked space for 
people biking.

We can make 
the street safer and more comfortable with 
speed humps.
