The Engagement & Outreach team drives awareness
of youth jobs programming by connecting young
people to youth job opportunities and employer
partners across Boston.

The Workforce Development team accelerates
youth career development experience by providing
instruction on topics such as resume writing,
interviewing skills, networking, and finding and
applying for jobs.
